On wet roads, four wide tread grooves see to it that water is removed from the contact patch and quickly dispersed to the sides via cross grooves. Circumferential tread grooves with tenacious grip provide for fast acceleration and short braking distances. At the same time, they improve adhesion on slippery surfaces. An extra-wide contact patch with well-balanced force distribution gives the tyre low rolling resistance. This translates into higher fuel-efficiency and more eco-friendly mobility.
The General Tire Grabber HTS is already available at tyre dealers in 24 sizes. Approved for speeds of up to 210 km/h (131 mph), the new tyre is offered in diameters of between 15" and 20", widths of 225 to 275 mm and cross-sections of 65 to 85 per cent.
