Motorcycles with and without sidecars, buggies, quad bikes, all-wheel-drive cars and 4x4 trucks will be taking to the track. In addition to the racing, the organisers will be providing a lively supporting programme in the heated marquee. A viewing platform has been set up to enable spectators to see what is happening across the entire course.
